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HAMLETS

The monthly meeting of the Parish Council was held on Wednesday 16th November 2022; in the Community
Centre at 7:45pm. Present were ClIrs. J Hobbs (Chair), J Phipps (Vice-Chair), J Payne, N Steer, G Worden,
K Boundy, C Myers and S Rosser (Clerk). Cllrs. K Jones, R Savage & S Tilbey sent apologies.
As always, many items of Parish matters & maintenance discussed such as: Progress to Parish hedge maintenance
by owners. Gooseham Green and parking on Crosstown Green with the current position going forward. Hamlets
were reviewed, the format will remain the same for the present and will be reviewed again in a further 6 months.
‘Matters of Interest’ feature is to return to Hamlets — please do contact the Editor if you would like to contribute
(inclusion will be at the Editors discretion). The condition of the old Tithe maps in the office were discussed in
regards to future preservation; Cllr Worden is to conduct some more research. The Christmas Tree will be
purchased in the usual fashion, the lights will be switched on at the Senior Citizens Party on Tuesday 6th
December.

Lastly but not least, King Charles I11 Coronation will be marked in the Parish.

Consideration was made to setting the precept budget at £20,000 this year. This is an increase of £762.00 on last
year, to account for general rises in costs. This would be a 3.49% increase on a Band D equating to £1.88 per
household taking it to £55.67 from £53.79. As there are two more Band D properties than there were last year —
this keeps the cost of the rise slightly lower.

The second meeting for the MUGA pitch (Multi Use Games Area) took place before the meeting. It was a positive
meeting where by the proposal was supported by new members of the Community. A steering group was formed.
Further details will be available in due course. A new page will be created on the Parish website shortly. The next
meeting will take place on Tuesday 10th January 2023 at 7pm. Please attend if you can.
Grants were agreed for the following: Senior Citizens Meal - £250, Morwenstow Methodist Church - £125,
Woodford Methodist Church - £125 & Morwenstow Church - £250.

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Rural verge/hedge maintenance

(information taken from Cornwall Council factsheet).

Who is responsible?

As the highway authority, Cornwall Council is responsible for the management of growth from
the highway verge (excluding the A30 and A32 Trunk Roads, which are the responsibility of
Highways England).

Growth into the highway from features such as Cornish hedges or trees on property
boundaries is the responsibility of the adjocent land owner.

If growth is causing a safety concern the Council has the power to serve notice on the land
owner if an informal approach is not successful. In the event it is deemed a hazard, then the
council has the right to remove the growth without notice.

If you are requiring some maintenance to be carried out to your property that may have over
hanging tree branches into the road for example; but you don't know who to ask.

Nature Notes

The extremes of weather within the seasons as witnessed worldwide over the last decade or so has caused
natures timeclock a lot of confusion, resulting in many of our hedgerow plants in flower when we don’t expect
to see them.

On Remembrance Sunday after the church service and taking our time walking up the path, we were able to see
quite a few pink campion flowers between the gravestones and a pure white flower of the Cornish garlic,
otherwise known as the three-cornered garlic because of its triangular stem.

Driving to the top of Marsland and walking the path that leads to the beach, passing the Christopher Cadbury
memorial there were the flowers of wild strawberries & blackberries, plus violets and an occasional primrose.
Also, common knapweed, and one plant of greater knapweed displaying a daisy flower with an extra row of
spikey petals.

Crossing the river and into Devon and up the coast path which faces south, a lot of low-lying rock rose flowers
and bladder campions, the foliage of which, if rubbed between your fingers smells like raw peas or beans.

On up to Ronald Duncans hut with interesting photos and facts about the Marsland valley & Gooseham Mill.
Toward the top of the path and because of its southerly aspect gorse flowers are an all the year-round attraction,
especially when the sun is out and the scent is most noticeable.

Through the gate at the trop and into the field which along with the marginal grazing above West Mill is home
to a flock of hardy black sheep.

During the last three weeks, we have had a feathered summer visitor in our garden, a black redstart, similar size
& shape to a robin, but no red breast, in fact a very dark plumage with only red on it’s rump and tail feathers,

more noticeable when it flew off.
