Morwenstow Women’s Institute

Members met in the community centre to hear Alan Rowland talking about 'Discovering Lundy'. lllustrated by
many slides he spoke enthusiastically about the archaeology, history and flora and fauna of this beautiful
place. Lundy is thought to derive from old Scandinavian languages and means Puffin Island. The puffins are
thriving again since the rats were removed and it is also a haven for other seabirds, most importantly the Manx
shearwater. It is also the site of rare Romano-British gravestones, a number of bronze age stone circles and a
bronze age round house where it is believed St Nectan was buried before his bones were removed to Hartland.
Trinity House built a lighthouse and access road there in 1812 and at one time the owner, a rogue of an MP, made
loads of money transporting prisoners there instead of to Australia and graffiti can still be seen in Benson's Cave,
where they were forced to live. Lundy has the oldest private postal service in Britain and prints its own postage
stamps, which are very sought after by collectors. A truly unique place to visit or even stay for a few days.
